4.4. The fan heater will switch on when the selector switch is set to THERMOSTATIC
one of the two power settings (1000W or 2000W). TEMPETRE CONTROL
4.5. Once the room reaches the set temperature the heater will switch on and off automatically to maintain that temperature. Adjust the
position of the thermostat knob to obtain a comfortable room temperature.
4.6. If the fan fails to operate when a power setting is selected the thermostatic temperature control may be set too low. Turn the knob slowly
towards max until the fan starts.
4.7. For a cooling effect turn the selector switch to the fan only setting.
5. MAINTENANCE
a WARNING! Before attempting any maintenance ensure the unit is unplugged from the mains power supply and that it is cool.
5.1. Clean the heater with a soft dry cloth. DO NOT use abrasives or solvents.
5.2. Periodically check the heater grille to ensure it is not blocked.

NOTE: This heater is fitted with a safety device which will cut the power should the heater overheat. If this happens you should
disconnect the heater from the mains supply for a minimum of 3 minutes allowing the heater to cool, ensure the heater is not covered or
anything is obstructing the vents. Plug the heater back into the electrical socket and switch the heater back on.
