Compatible with Model No’s WCB3 and WCB4 wireless
charging bases sold separately.

LEDWCO04: Fully versatile inspection lamp with dimming function. Supplied with one strong magnet on the base and two on the back. Front
lamp produces up to 500lm dimming all the way down to 15lm. The top spotlight acts as a torch at 100lm. Operating time is 2.5hr for the main
light and up to 10hr on the spotlight. Charge time 4.5hr. Supplied with Type C USB cable. Compatible with Model No’s WCB3 and WCB4
wireless charging bases sold separately.

4.1.1. Place lamp on charging base (fig.1). The blue indicator
light will turn off when charged.

4.1.2. To charge via a ‘type C’ cable lift the flap on the side of
the lamp marked ‘input’ and connect cable.

4.2, OPERATING THE LAMP

4.21. Push the button marked with the power symbol once to
turn the end light on and twice to activate the large light
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on the side of the lamp.
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4.2.2. Hold the power button in to activate the dimming function, release the power button when the lamp is at the required brightness.

5. MAINTENANCE

5.1. Keep the torch clean by wiping with a damp cloth.
5.2 Store torch in a dry childproof area.
