4. OPERATION
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CHARGING THE POWER PACK

Insert the Micro USB or TYPE-C cable into the unit’s relevant input port (fig.1.8, fig.1.9).

Insert other end into either a USB wall charger (not supplied), a car accessory charger (not supplied) or the USB port on a computer
(not supplied).

While charging, the LED indicator (fig.1.2), will display battery level. One light lit indicates 0-20%, all five lights lit indicates 100%.
Once fully charged, the unit will switch off.

USING THE POWER PACK

To charge USB digital devices, select appropriate cable for your device. Plug the charging cable into either 5V/2.1A (fig.1.4), QC3.0
(fig.1.5) or TYPE-C (fig.1.6) port.

Disconnect after use.

To use the DC 12V output, plug the car accessory socket cable into the DC output port (fig.1.3) and insert charger (not supplied) into
the accessory socket.

Disconnect after use.

Plug the appropriate cable into the AC output port (fig.1.1).

Press and hold the power button (fig.1.10) down for 3 seconds to turn on the AC output.

When finished with this feature, press and hold the power button (fig.1.1) to turn off the AC output.

Disconnect after use.

LED WORK LIGHT

Double press the power button (fig.1.10) to turn LED on.

Press the power button when LED is lit to change between three modes (Normal, SOS and Strobe).

Double press the power button to turn the LED off.

5. MAINTENANCE
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After usage recharge the unit.

After charging / usage remove all cables / connections.

Use a clean, dry cloth to wipe down the unit after use.

Store in clean, dry environment with ambient temperature between 4°C and 30°C.
