7. UNPACKING & CHECKING

7.1 PACKAGING

Carefully remove the workbench from the packaging and examine it for any sign of
damage that may have happened during shipping. Lay the contents out and check them
against the parts shown below. If any part is damaged or missing; please contact the
Draper Helpline (the telephone number appears on the Title page) and do not attempt to
use the workbench.

The packaging material should be retained at least during the guarantee period: in case
the machine needs to be returned for repair.

PREPARING THE WORKBENCH

81 LEGS ASSEMBLY - FIGS. 1 -2

Arrange the left (2) and right (@ Ieg assemblies
so that the diagonal braces (2.1) and are on
the inside.

Connect the left leg assembly (2) to the right leg
assembly (@) with cross braces (1) and using

the 4 M6 x 44 screws, washers and 10mm nuts.

NOTE: A No.2 cross slot screwdriver and 10mm spanner
are required.

8.2 CLAMP RAILS- FIGS. 3 -4
Both clamp rails () are identical.

Slot the clamp rail (4) over the top of a front and
rear leg so the clamp handle (3) is at the front.
Align the holes in the leg with the clamp rail and
secure with the M8 x 50 bolts, washers and 13mm
nuts.

Place the support blocks on top of the clamp
rails ready to mount the bench tops.

NOTE: The two front support blocks differ from the two
rear blocks. The two front blocks have a locating lug
that must be pushed into the appropriate hole in
the clamp rail (3.




8. PREPARING THE WORKBENCH

8.3 BENCH TOP - FIG. 5

i. Place the bench tops in position as illustrated.

ii. Using a No.2 cross slot screwdriver attach the
benchtops to the clamp rails with the four M8 x
63 screws.
