4. OPERATION

41. Check that the speed control is set to “0” (off) and then plug into the mains power supply and switch the power on.

4.2, The fans feature 2 speeds which are selectable using the switch located at the back of the fan, above the motor.
4.3. Adjust the direction of the air flow by moving from side to side and tilting the fan up or down as required.

4.4. When you have finished using the fan ensure you turn the speed control switch to “0” (off) and disconnect the fan from mains power.

5. MAINTENANCE

5.1. Use a soft, damp cloth to clean the fan.
