41. The fan may be configured as a pedestal fan (fig.1) or, by removing one or \}
both of the threaded pedestal sections, be used as a desk fan (fig.2).
4.2, Insert/remove pedestal sections by screwing or unscrewing threaded
connectors (fig.3).
4.3. The fan head will lock in 10° increments to allow the most effective position to be selected.
4.4, The fan is supplied with a switch providing ‘off’ and 3 speed settings (fig.4).
4.5, Ensure that the fan is switched off before connecting the electrical supply.

5. MAINTENANCE
